Preparation

Ensure surface to be painted is sound, clean,
dry and free from grease. Treat any mould or
lichen with Sterilisation Wash before removing
with a scraper or stiff brush, then treat surface
again with Sterilisation Wash and allow to
dry. Chalky, underbound surfaces, should be
thoroughly scraped and dry brushed. Wear a
suitable face mask if creating dust.

Application

Apply by brush one coat of Leyland Stabilising
Masonry Primer liberally, brushing the material
well into the surface. Allow 16-24 hours to

dry, and follow with two coats of the selected
Truguard Exterior Masonry Coating.
